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RULES FOR SPECTATOR CONDUCT AT ATHLETIC EVENTS

Welcome to the winter sports season! We hope it will be an enjoyable time for all parents, students, and athletes. As a
spectator, we kindly request that you adhere to the following guidelines, which will help our chaperones and make winter
sports enjoyable for all.

 All spectators shall exhibit the best of sportsmanship throughout the contest. Unsportsmanlike conduct from any
individual will not be tolerated and will result in his/her removal from the contest.

 All spectators shall abide by the directions of the chaperones, coaching staff, and administration.

 Students in grades K-6 must be accompanied by a parent and/or adult guardian. Students must remain with their
parent/guardian throughout the contest.

* Once a spectator enters the building for the contest, he/she must remain in the building. If a spectator wishes to
leave the building, they must obtain permission from a chaperone; otherwise, readmission will not be granted.
Students will not be permitted to leave the building and return.

» Students should remain in the gym/concession area. Students who need to access their locker on the second
floor must obtain permission from a chaperone or be under the direct supervision of a teacher or coach.

 For the safety of the athletes, spectators are asked to remain seated during the game. Leaving the gym can be
disruptive and hazardous to the coaches, athletes, and officials.

» Spectators shall refrain from bringing the following food items into the gymnasium: pizza, hot dogs, nachos, cups
of soda, or other items designated by posted signs or chaperones. Please clean up after yourself.
